2012 Walter Rachuig Report – Ian Schuler Mens Coach
This year 2012 was the 50th anniversary of the Walter Rachuig Trophy.  The tournament was carried out over the three day period of 23 to 25 October 2012 with the host centre being Rooty Hill AMF.

The Queensland men’s team consisted of the six people selected during the roll off process at Caboolture.  They were Morty Douglass (Captain), Robbie Buckley, Luke Rafton, Brendan Meads, Brian Pilkington, Mat Cox.  All members except Mat Cox have previously competed at the Rachuig tournament.
On day one the team average 982.5 (196.5) with opposing teams averaging 985.16 (197.03).  A total of 16 individual points out of a possible 30 were won with the team wining 2 of its 6 games.

On day two the team averaged 994.33 (198.87) with opposing teams averaging 962.33 (194.47).  A total of 17 individual points out of a possible 30 were won with the team winning 4 of its 6 games.

On day three the team averaged 942.17 (188.43) with opposing teams averaging 1021.5 (204.3).  A total of 13 individual points out of a possible 30 were won with the team winning 1 and drawing 1 of its 6 games.
The combined team average for the 18 games was 973 (194.6) with opposing teams averaging 989.67 (197.93).  A combined total of 46 individual points out of a total of 90 were won with the team winning 7 and drawing 1 of its 18 games.
Of the 18 games bowled the team bowled 7 games over 1000, 10 games over 900 and 1 over 800.   The highest score bowled was 1056 with the lowest being 872.    

None of the individual team members averaged over 200 with five averaging in the 190’s and one in the 180’s.  The highest individual average was 199.22 with the lowest being 184.71.
The standard of play between teams at this year’s event was very close as is evidenced by the statistics provided above.
Through days one and two the team competed with a high intensity and were a little unfortunate losing a number of matches due to one of the opposing team bowlers posting a very high score.  At the end of day two the team was in contention and vying for a potential top 3 finish.  On day three members again gave their all however a drop in intensity possibly due to fatigue saw the team fall away from the leaders.

The final placing of men’s team was 6th with the women’s team placing 1st.  This enabled the combined Queensland team to finish second behind Western Australia.
