FOR THE 2014 AGM
Welcome to all delegates and observers in attendance here in Townsville this afternoon. Thank you for your interest in what is happening with our sport of Tenpin Bowling.
I have been pleased to serve you as Chairman of the TBAQ Board for the last 4 years. 

I seriously considered stepping down this year but was persuaded by my fellow board members to continue in my position.

I look back over my 4 years as Chairman and see that much progress has been made in terms of unifying our State. 
There was no better example of State unity than the winning Queensland men’s and women’s Rachuig teams. How exciting to finish first in the Men’s, Women’s and in combined points to win the prestigious Trophy. The first clean-sweep victory for Queensland in 51 years of competition was even sweeter because it was won on our home soil at Kirwan Tenpin.  
I would also like to applaud all of our Queensland bowlers (both individual and teams) on yet another year of excellent results in National competition.  

Last year was a particularly tense year for the TBAQ Board as we sweated on the outcome of our application for Government funding for the next 3 years. Fortunately despite the Queensland Government reducing funding to many other sports our funding was not cut. 

Our appreciation goes to Sports Minister Steve Dickson and the Department of Communities who acknowledged that the TBAQ Board had met all of their criteria necessary for continuation of our funding.

We run:-

· Participation programs such as Learn to Bowl and Roll’ n Strike in Primary Schools which reaches 50,000 students across 200 schools.

· Talent Identification programs such as Junior and Youth Development Camps and State Training Squads

· State Teams selections and State championships

· Accreditation Courses for Instructors, Coaches and Officials

We also provide Association Support in the areas of fundraising, governance and membership, Volunteer Development and Support and Member Protection Services. 
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The TBAQ Board is committed to spreading our services around our large State. 
To affirm this commitment we:-

· Are holding our AGM here in Townsville today

· Are holding the 2014 Queensland Adult, Restricted, Senior and Youth Roll Offs in Cairns on the 17th and 18th May 2014. Please encourage your members to support the Roll Offs.
· Have our State Coaching Director Alexi Sachlikidis based in Cairns.
· Currently interviewing for a new Club Support Officer in Far North Queensland to assist Atherton, Cairns and Innisfail Associations in the areas of fundraising, governance and membership.
I would like to look back over the last 12 months to see what your Board of Management has achieved.
· Continuation of existing Government funding levels. 
· Continuing to deliver benchmark sports services to our bowlers and coaches. 

· Restructuring of the business model for our flagship Roll’ n Strike schools program to deliver greater benefits to our bowling centres through increased participation.

· Ongoing modification of our website to make it more accessible including a video for teachers of our Roll’ n Strike Schools program. 
· Continuing to supply information via our Facebook page which has more than 1,900 friends.
